1984 Concepts Recipe Project


Introduction:  Before we start reading the book 1984 by George Orwell, there are eight different terms you should know: Gestapo, Propaganda, Totalitarianism, Censorship, George Orwell, English Socialism, Stalin & Communism, and Newspeak. To help you learn these terms, we will be doing a creative writing project where you will use recipes to help illustrate one of the eight 1984 terms. You can work with a partner, and you will create a small poster with a short paragraph reflection piece.
Process:

1. Decide if you want to do this project on your own or with a partner.
2. Get a term article from your teacher.

3. Read the term article and highlight/note important dates, details, names, etc. that are in that article and are important to include in your “recipe.”

4. Create your recipe. Make sure you review my sample and push the important dates, details, names, etc. in a recipe format to best illustrate your term. You could use a real recipe and just “plug in” new information if you want, or create the recipe from scratch in your own layout and format (like I did).
5. Put your recipe on a piece of construction paper (a small poster size) and make sure it is polished, creative, and visual—think about adding pictures, just like you would see on a recipe!
6. Finally, write a reflection where you discuss what you learned about your term and 2-3 of your favorite parts of your recipe (also, see my sample for this!).

	My recipe creatively and thoroughly represents the 1984 term. I include many important and specific dates, names, and details (10pts).
I embrace the recipe format by including lots of elements of a recipe such as: cooking time, directions, ingredients, serving size, pictures, etc. (1opts)

My reflection is through, thoughtful and well discussed (10pts).

My mechanics are strong and there are few if any errors (5pts).

My poster is very creative, polished, and complete (5pts).


	My recipe clearly and completely represents the 1984 term. I include several important and specific dates, names and details (8-9pts).
I use the recipe format by including several elements of a recipe (see first column) (8-9pts).

My reflection is clear and appropriate (8-9pts).

My mechanics are clear and there are no distracting errors (4pts).

My poster is clear, somewhat creative and complete (4pts)
	My recipe somewhat clearly represents the 1984 term. While I include some dates, names, and details, they aren’t as specific or as important as they could be; I need to push it more (6-7pts).
I may use the recipe format and elements, but they are basic, simple and limited (6-7pts).

My reflection is somewhat clear and appropriate, but it could be pushed more (6-7pts).

My mechanics are somewhat clear, but there is a couple distracting errors (3pts).

My poster is somewhat clear but it is overall simple and basic (3pts).
	My recipe is poor, confusing, incomplete, and/or incorrect. I fail to include the appropriate dates, names, and details (0-5pts).
I fail to use the recipe format and elements and/or they are poor quality, unclear, incomplete, etc. (0-5pts).

My reflection is weak, missing, incomplete, confusing, etc. (0-5pts).

My mechanics are poor and there are many distracting errors (0-2pts).

My poster is messy, incomplete, etc. (0-2pts).
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Sample Reflection: 
· Our term was Big Brother, and we learned that Big Brother is an important character in Orwell’s book because he is the extreme ruler and controls everything. We also learned that he controls everything and everyone. Some of our favorite lines focused on propaganda; we chose to start with propaganda because that is what Big Brother is: a massive propaganda tool on every poster and TV in the world.  We liked the line: “Add several scoops of the dutiful Party members and unquestioning Oceania citizens, set aside,” because this is how Big Brother continues to rule—because the people never challenge or question him.  We also added lines related to Big Brother’s universal motto, his ideology, which was—“War is Peace, Freedom is Slavery, and Ignorance is Strength” because it is so important in the book and shows how backwards and bizarre Big Brother is. Probably one of our most clever lines are related to Big Brother always watching you and how even when people rebel (“There may be some resistance and rebellion, but turn up the heat, and you can boil in out, so the soup becomes uniform and obedient”), Big Brother will still seek you out. The recipe closes out with “serving 7 million,” a reference to our world population, since Big Brother seeks to control the entire world.
Final Directions:

When you turn this in, you will tape or paste your reflection on the back of your poster. You will also paper-clip a rubric with your name or names on it for grading. Failure to turn in your project with a rubric and/or with the reflection on the back of you poster means I will deduct 5pts instantly from your score!
Big Brother Beef Broth Soup
