*What roles each person did.

*What you learned overall from this project and activity. How did it help you with the scene?

	Our group shows great preparation, practice, and planning. We have a thoughtful and thorough script, props, costumes, etc. (10pts).

	Our reflection explains little if any of our decision making and genre choice(s) and/or we are missing answers to our prompts, etc. (0-5pts).
