Students will complete a process write, with significant revisions of journal free writes, and three-four drafts; one draft will be reviewed with the question flood peer review strategy  (the 3rd -4th draft will be the final)  (C3, C7, C8).
Criteria and Expectations:

1. Drafts—Three-Four Drafts.  The first draft should be in your writer’s notebook (LEAVE IT THERE—DON’T RIP IT OUT!) The second draft will be reviewed by your classmates using a question flood strategy. The third draft should be your final polished copy. You could do a fourth draft if you want for more refined editing and/or show me a copy for me to review.
2. Format—The story’s font is not specific, so you may play with that and the overall design, but it should NOT be distracting. You will need to include the MLA format for the header as traditional though.
3. Length—Page Requirement—unknown—as much as you need to tell your story.

4. Content—You will need to think about the following: grammar techniques, literary devices, diction, syntax, and things Hosseini and other authors have done.  Ultimately I am looking for a thoughtful or creative memory (non-fiction)
5. Revisions: show me revisions on your draft and especially based on your classmate’s comments (scribbles, mark-ups, additions, etc. on your drafts!)
