Weebly Website Revisions, Uploads, and Audio
Description and Rubric

Overview: At the start of the semester, you started creating your Weebly website. Now is the time to revisit what you already created and make some revisions based on my first review (#1: REVISIONS). Then, you will take some time to upload some of your greatest work and projects from class so far (#2: UPLOADS). And finally, you will pick one piece of work and create an audio reading and file to upload alongside your written piece (#3: AUDIO).
Directions:
1. Revise and improve what you currently have on your Weebly website based on my feedback from your first Weebly rubric.

2. Create a page or pages dedicated to your “GREAT WORK.” It is up to you how you would like to organize this, but you must show writing from several different units (poetry, narratives, fiction, mulitgenre-research, etc.). I have seen students do one page called, “GREAT WORKS.” I have also seen students create different pages dedicated to each writing unit we have done such as “POEMS,” and “NARRATIVES.”


3. As you uploaded these written works, make sure you also include a short introduction/description paragraph to help guide your reader. This description should state what the great work is, and may offer a little summary and reflection (see samples on my Weebly website and other former creative writing student Weeblys!!).

4. Then, pick at least one work—maybe it’s a full length poem, or a significant “chunk” from your personal narrative—and create an audio file with your voice reading your own work. You will then post this next to the written project as a nice personalized detail!

I have an audio piece that is somewhat clear and easy to use, but it could be pushed more because of its navigation, quality, etc. (6-7pts).

My mechanics and citation are somewhat clear, but there are a couple distracting errors (3pts).
	I upload very little great works and/or there are errors and confusion related to access, genres, navigations, etc. (0-5pts).



I fail to include description paragraphs for my great works and/or there are confusing, incomplete, and/or poorly written (0-5pts).


My “Great Works” page(s) are weak, incomplete, and unclear (0-2pts).



I fail to include an audio piece and/or it is poor quality, hard to use, hard to hear, etc. (0-5pts).




My mechanics and citations are weak; there are a lot of distracting errors and/or missing citation(s) (0-2pts).
